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The Place and Significance of Drama Studies and Plays in Teacher
Training in the Spirit of Waldorf Education

Theater and drama studies play a very important role in Waldorf school and in the Waldorf
teacher training. During the Waldorf training in David Yellin Academic College of Education in
Jerusalem, the students perform in the fourth and last year a big theatre show project in which
all the students take part.
